Su was not born as lucky as other children in that she has multiple disabilities 

which include congenital deafness, cleft lip, weak mobility and mental 

retardation.

Due to her illness, she must have enough weight to have palate surgery, 

so her mother decided to stop sending her to CHIA and keep her at home to 

take care of her.  After spending time at home, Su gained weight and had 

successful surgery.  Her family was very happy with this.  Their financial 

situation faced many difficulties because Suôs family had to spend a lot of 

money on curing her illness.  

Occupational Therapy and 

Physical Therapy  
Having OT and PT students attending 

CHIA is now a regular part of our 

programming. CHIA is now busy on 

Monday and Friday every week, and is 

happy to have the OT and/or PT students 

from GGC volunteers come along and 

work with our staff and the kids at CHIA. 

This is a great time for the GGC students 

as well as our staff and children at CHIA.  

 

It is known that CHIA has a model to do exercise for children and take care of children to create conditions for families to work and earn 

extra income.  Su's family decided to send Su to CHIA again. They hope that their daughter will make further progress and it is important 

that they have the opportunity to work to cover life expenses. 

Because Su is deaf and dumb and has a mental retardation, it was difficult for us to communicate with her at first.  After a short time, we 

got used to Su's way of living and now she is familiar with doing therapy in the morning and is picked up every afternoon by her parents 

(like children at kindergarten) to be taken home.   

 

The children are always excited about their activities with the students and the staff are eager to 

share what the problems the children have and the students are thrilled to find suitable methods 

or exercises to work with each childôs health condition.  

 

Su's parents are happy that she has 

cooperated in being returned to CHIA, 

so they may have the opportunity to 

work, which will increase the family's 

income and provide additional funding 

for her cochlear implants.  

We always hope that the best things will 

come to Su and her family.

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Proudly sponsored by Rotary Club of Harvey Bay  

After 1 year of operation, the learning curriculum for children with 

disabilities at CHIA, has been in operation. The children are now 

familiar with our teacher and there has been considerable 

improvement in their progress. The students are very interested in 

these classes and we have seen improvements in areas such as 

reading, spelling and writing the alphabet. Rieu, who have severe 

physical disability, is able to read by himself now. Kung is a young 

girl who we had big concerns about before the start of this project. 

We were worried that she might not able to concentrate for longer 

than 5 seconds.

However, it was a big surprise to us after a year, that Kung can now 

spend the whole morning sitting on the student desk. Although she 

can only manage a few little items, this can be considered a huge 

success. Up to now, the children have gradually become 

accustomed to this class and the teacher/student relationships have 

gone from strength to strength. Parents are also very happy because 

their children now have the opportunity to have an education
