Recently a special case was referred to CHIA from the 

D.O.L.I.S.A. of Thang Binh District. This is the case of Ha's 

family. Currently he is in grade 5 and his younger brother is in 

grade 2. The two brothers lost their mother from childhood as 

she passed away from cancer. The family reported that when 

the mother was 6 months pregnant with her second child, she 

was diagnosed with cancer by her doctor. Following the birth, 

the doctor isolated the mother and baby for treatment. After 4 

years of treatment, the mother died, leaving two young 

children with the elderly father and his mother to nurture. The 

family has encountered many difficulties. The Red Cross paid 

for the mother’s funeral and has called for donors to support 

the family. At present, the father is the main support for the 

whole family.

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Life As a Volunteer  
My name is Monica Hossain, I'm a Yorkshire lass living in London, UK, and I was 

privileged to be a volunteer at CHIA in December 2018. 

So what brought me to Hoi An?  Well I'm a Chartered Accountant by trade, and had been 

seeking an opportunity to volunteer my finance skills abroad.  I was able to obtain a 2 week 

assignment with CHIA through Accounting for International Development (AFID). It is a 

UK based Social Enterprise that places volunteer accountants with NGO's or charities to 

enhance their financial capacity in a sustainable manner. Often local skills are lacking and it 

is very expensive for a small organization. The reporting requirements of their donors are 

complex and may require additional support.  CHIA has benefited from prior accounting 

support from AFID. On review of systems and processes implemented previously, my role 

was to then provide further guidance and mitigate queries, as well as support on budgeting 

and the future strategy of the charity. 

It was also very rewarding to have a break from work and simply pop in to a lesson for the children with disabilities and see their faces 

light up when they had created their own Christmas cards, or learnt a new phrase in their English and Vietnamese lessons. It was also 

pleasing to see a Down's Syndrome baby crawling up the stairs with excitement at seeing a whole new floor and world!  None of this 

would have been achieved without the support from the volunteers and donors.  I was also privileged to be invited to visit a couple of 

families who have had their lives turned around due to the generous donations. This includes funding, clothes, books, toys, shoes, mosquito 

sprays and medical supplies. These are the things we take for granted in our lives in the developed world with comprehensive social 

services. The smiles on the faces of the families are just priceless.  

It is also brilliant to see that CHIA is running with financial capabilities to a very high standard. This is one of the keys to maintaining 

CHIA as an ongoing service that is vital to the disadvantaged children and families in the wider impoverished areas of the Quang Nam 

province.  It was a pleasure to work alongside Dung, the General Manager, and her small team with all their enthusiasm and energy. It was 

inspiring to see how many different roles she plays in maintaining the organisation.   

I had backpacked in Vietnam some years ago so was pleased to be able to re-visit Hoi 

An. On this occasion my experience was a snapshot of living a bit like a local.  My 

commute was a brief minute walk avoiding or should I say striding confidently through 

speedy motorbikes. Over time I grew to relish any journeys I could hitch a ride on. These 

included rides loaded with children, or clothes and boots for those in the village, or all at 

the same time!  Walking around barefoot in the office is a little different to the corporate 

high-rise air-conditioned building of my London base. As CHIA was handy to my 

accommodation, I purchased a rather unattractive but essential poncho for the rainy 

weather. I was just like everyone else. Of course it would be shed as soon as entering the 

clean and dry office!   

Office life would bring something new every day that I would not have encountered 

back home.  There were often friendly visits from a range of people who have simply 

passed by and noticed the sign for CHIA or those abroad seeking to volunteer who have 

read about CHIA on the internet. It was very heartening to see the number of offers to 

volunteer skills or donations of any shape or form.
